The project was based in Men's
Fashion in the trendiest cities at the
time. This image represents Riga. The
clothes the characters are wearing
were suggested by the magazine.

In terms of technique, Paula normally
prepares a few sketches with graphite
on paper as well as a proposal for
the fabrics to be used. That's what
the customer sees before she starts
sewing.

Paula experiments with fabrics and

embroide Her technique covers from the
ge to the final finished product,
full of irony, tortuous sentimental

rimes and relen feminine

revenges. This composes the base of her

artistic proposals as well as the graphic and

illustrative ones.

Her work can be seen in solo shows as well
as group ones. She also takes part in national
and institutional exhibitions such as Circulo
de Bellas Artes, Museo Reina Sofia and

other international ones in Chicago, London,
Holland... among others.
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around the world, and a number of Irish artists
to give us their observations on these principles
and to demonstrate visually the process of
illustration itself. (*four of these illustrators,
according to ‘lllustration Now' published by
Taschen, are in the top 150 in the world)

The way we will show the work is based

upon informing the audience of the creative
development and progression that these artists
undertake in order to produce that final product.
Audiences will have a rare opportunity to look
at an illustration as the illustrator sees it and
how he/she prepares it for reproduction. They
will have to make the effort to assess and

work out how apparently unrelated disjointed
pieces come together once in printed format
to something completely different that makes
perfect visual sense and depicts and/or
represents a message.

The exhibition was initiated and is directed

by Mary Butler, Arts Officer Kilkenny County
Council. She invited Kilkenny based award
winning illustrator Alé Mercado to curate the
exhibition with her. {(*Best Design lllustration
2005, Illustrators Guild of Ireland) They worked
together on the concept and Ale, being the
design and illustrating expert that he is,
expanded upon this and presented in visual
format to the selected artists and illustrators, all
of whom were excited by the idea and concept
and all agreed to take part.
